	Keep a Child Find or Preschool Database to track all the activities for each child.  This can provide you with documentation for administrative support on number of families served, number of screenings that resulted in a child qualifying, etc.
	

	Child Find for AzEIP (birth to 3 children)
	

	Child Find/Public Relations (see Child Find/Screenings below)
	

	AzEIP Transition Forms should be placed in Special Education Files for documentation.  
	

	Child Find/Screenings must take place within 45 days of referral.  Referral date for child find is the date the parent calls in rather than screening date. Need documentation of referral and screening dates.

Vision and hearing screenings should be passed prior to screening the rest of the developmental areas.
	

	Vision and hearing screening required before evaluation.

	Continuum of Services and Dismissals
	

	Comprehensive Developmental Assessments (CDAs) are required for PMD and PSD.  A CDA or a norm referenced assessment and parent input are required for PSL. 
	

	Current classroom-based assessments and performance in the general curriculum in evaluation and in present levels.
	

	Present Levels of Academic and Functional Performance (PLAAFP)
Example:  Based on the Creative Curriculum assessment and observations by the teachers and related service providers, child is able to (discuss strengths).  Student has difficulty with (discuss weaknesses).  Priority education needs that affect the child’s participation in age appropriate activities are in the areas of adaptive, social emotional and communication skills.  English language learning (ELL) needs will be approached through developmentally appropriate language activities within the preschool classroom.
