Students will leave the program with a full business model/plan. 

The Entrepreneurship instructional program is designed and delivered as a coherent sequence of school-based and work-based supervised learning.

The Entrepreneurship instructional program is designed to prepare students for postsecondary education and/or entry-level employment.

Entrepreneurship students develop leadership, social, civic, and career skills through participation in the state-recognized Career and Technical Student Organization DECA (Distributive Education Clubs of America.)
